gained instant popularity and was consid-

ered as a radical rethinking of corporate 

philosophy. Today, almost two decades 

later, the essentials of the initial idea still 

stand. And now they are beginning to 

infiltrate the world of conservation and 

environmental practice. But what is a 

learning organization exactly and how do 

we  realize such a thing? Numerous aca-

demics have indeed been straining their 

brains and philosophizing about its mean-

ing; others have been more concretely 

exploring how to actually have something 

happening and working on-ground.  

So what exactly characterizes a learning 

organization? Typically, the bottom line is a 

strong drive and openness within an 

organization to learn from any experience 

and experiment in order to arrive at con-

tinual improvement and adaptation. This

(although it is a good idea). It requires a 

radical change in mindset when compared 

to more traditional ways of managing 

groups of people. It requires a shift from 

authoritative, top-down thinking and 

moves towards engaging everyone in the 

exploration and dissemination of knowl-

edge ɀ and a willingness of leaders or 

powerful groups within a network to 

actually reconsider everything they do 

based on this knowledge. This also implies 

that all employees need to understand the 

concept and be capable of contributing. 

They should also be aware of the impor-

tance of collaboration and that the neces-

sary knowledge transfer and dissemination 

systems are in place.  

An interesting parallel development during 

the same time period has been the shift in 

organizational management to a broader 

echelon: a more external focus, increased 

collaboration and a growing awareness of 

the importance of building partnerships. 

This raises questions about the actual

particular relevance is the inclusion of the 

right (mix of) stakeholders and desired 

their level of participation; this should 

ideally be based on common agreement. 

So, why is this relevant here and now? 

PRESENCE is now entering its second year

H o w e v e r , 

communicating the science of remote 

sensing (RS) in this context can be  tricky. 

It requires one to be explicit about what is 

needed in order for RS to make a real 

contribution to implementation.  

Firstly, expectations should stay realistic.  

RS is valuable but not a magic silver bullet. 

A second aspect to be given consideration 

is if there is a presence of reasonable 

national Spatial Data Infrastructure (SDI). 

The absence of some key SDI components, 

such as geospatial data availability, may 

require investment which would need to 

be covered by the project budget. If the 

SDI is well setup, two interrelated aspects 

should be considered: what kind of data is 

to be used for which purposes. Choosing 

spatial data that best suits the aims (and 

budget) of the project  can be challenging 

given the differences in spatial & spectral 

resolution. One might wonder how one 

chooses between data which has small 

pixel size but broad wavelength bands or 

larger pixels with narrow but more bands? 

The differences are related to the needs of 

positional accuracy (where) or the surface 

qualities mapping accuracy (what). 

Assessing the relative costs and benefits 

requires consultation with project partners 

to ensure data is optimized for multiple 

purposes. Determining the best 

combination of data type and objectives 

demands  a good understanding of how 

various disciplines are inter-linked to each 

other over a common dimension:  space. 
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Some say the world looks different from 

above and indeed it does help sometimes 

to change your position, take a new per-

spective to pause and reflect. In fact, it is a 

well-known dictum Einstein came up with 

when he said that problems cannot be 

solved within the same mindset in which 

they were created. Fortunately, we do not 

all need to become postmodern scientists 

in order to create a positive change in the 

world around us.  We just simply need to 

follow our inspirations.

The project builds and expands on 

experience gained with sacred sites man-

agement through the recently released: 

Guidelines for for the management of 

Sacred Natural Sites. CVNI was involved 

with drafting these guidelines and was 

very fortunate in being able to bring three 

colleagues from Dhimurru Aboriginal

testimony of the importance of sacred 

sites to the work of IUCN.  

CVNI is currently active in northeast Arn-

hem Land with co-developing a series of 

Biocultural Education Books. They use 

photos to illustrate the use of traditional 

ecological knowledge in the field of indige-

nous land management. The books focus 

on themes of education, health and land 

and are very relevant to a variety of organi-

sations. The main purpose of these books 

is to assist with keeping indigenous culture 

strong and passing on knowledge to 

younger generations and organisations 

working with indigenous peoples.

In other PRESENCE news, WUR student  

Lennart van der Burg recently completed 

his MSc thesis on the valuing the benefits 

of restoring the water regulation services 

in the Baviaanskloof-Gamtoos valleys. 

Lennart found that the value of an in-

creased water supply is dependent on 

where the water is allocatedɂsomething 

which is heavily dictated by the National 

Water Act. The annual value of irrigation 

water is relatively high; but cannot com-

pete with the value of (drinking) water 

demanded downstream by Port Elizabeth 

metropol. The water supply to the Gam-

toos valley is over allocated and additional 

allocations are not expected. Additional 

water gains through restoration should be 

used to improve the assurance of supply. 

Restoration may also reduce  the duration 

and intensity of storm flow; costs incurred 

through flood damage; and reduction in 

sediment yield and water treatment costs.  

Positive and negative externalities should 

accounted for in the development of PES.

One of the 'revelations' of the trip was the 

finding of evidence of a former large 

wetland area in what is currently a bone 

dry area of the western Baviaanskloof.  

As a semi-arid developing country, South 

Africa has historically experienced water 

supply constraints. In recent times, due to 

a fast-growing population and erratic 

rainfall, water is increasingly becoming 

the limiting factor for 'development'. In 

the past, a system of engineering supply 

solutions was set up to meet the rising 

demand for water, but this option is no 

longer viable since virtually all rivers in 

the country are being exploited in some 

way. Therefore, there is an urgent need 

for alternative solutions, such as sound 

integrated water management measures 

which can best allocate and manage the 

existing and remaining water resources.  

This was one of the primary motivations 

for a field trip organized by PRESENCE 

between the 3rd-5th of November in the 

World Heritage-listed Baviaanskloof (SA). 

As far back as the early 1930s, the 

Baviaanskloof valley was recognised for 

the crucial role it plays as a  catchment for 

supplying quality water. In recent years, 

there has been a renewed urgency and in 

valuing the Baviaanskloof (in both policy 

and practice) for its water provisioning 

services. The field trip event sought to 

engage experts and landowners in partici-

patory mapping and planning exercises 

for integrated catchment restoration. The 

overall objective was to identify the best 

strategies for restoring key water regula-

tion areas within the catchment and thus

After a 5am 

start and a stunning four hour 4 x 4 trip, 

EarthCollective enablers and five students 

commenced the PRESENCE Feedback Day.

For PRESENCE's visiting Wageningen 

University students, they have been some-

what shielded this year from that mayhem. 

However, they and the EarthCollective 

enablers were not without their own share 

of continuous activity in the form of back-

to-back stakeholder and community work-

shops. It started early on 5th December  

with the two geo-information students 

and a visiting technician from the German 

Space Agency (DLR) presenting the practi-

cal applicability of their research to imple-

menters from Gamtoos Irrigation Board. 

In a show of appreciation,  the students 

each prepared lunch for the farmers. This 

was followed by a series of presentations 

showcasing the practical results so far 

from PRESENCE in the Baviaanskloof.  The 

evening included another splendid braai.  

The workshops did not stop there: for 8-

9th December, EarthCollective organised a 

geo-information workshop for scientists 

and PRESENCE students to 'ground-truth' 

satellite imagery with thicket vegetation.
